Chairman of Steering Committee for 5/6 years. Working with parishioners and councillors over that time.
Oirignal NP approved via referendum in 2018.
Started review in 2019. Questionnaires sent out in September / October 2019.
Hoping to get through by Summer 2020.
But pandemic has prevented consultation.
In the meantime, map of parks and opens spaces and signage has been developed – fed back from questionnaire.
Gov policy has changed now so that electronic consultation can take place rather than in person.
Reg 14 consultation commenced. 9 weeks have been provided to respond. Closes end of April.
Following that formally approach SWT for their comments.
NP revised will go to an inspector.
Revisions
Referendum end of this year / beginning of next.
Once adopted, will be a consideration in respect of future planning applications.
Long and drawn out process, but hopeful to get it into place in the next year or so
